Overview of Year 1 

At Carseland School our goals for the 3 year AISI project are: 

to improve student learning through assessment 

to involve students more in the assessment process 

Teachers have been reading a variety of research articles and devoting time in 

monthly staff meetings to become more knowledgeable in current assessment tech-

niques. Student-led conferences were implemented in the fall as a way of having 

students demonstrate their learning to their parents. Teachers post and discuss clear 

learning targets with students (I Can statements) so students know where they are 

headed with their learning. Students are becoming more able to determine where 

they are in respect to learning outcomes and knowing how to move closer to 

achieving goals. 

 We will continue to work toward our goals next year to ensure that our as-

sessment practices enhance student learning.
